A dump station, peace and meditation
garden, a prayer and meditation labyrinth, over 300 acres with
over 2 miles of bike or hike trails, a large bass & pike lake,
great fishing, fish cleaning station, boat launch, water skiing, 5
docks, large excellent swimming beach, large vehicle and trailer
parking, picnic grove, 3 pavilions and beautiful lake-side chapel.
