Camp Director Ken Brown shared with the UMW participants that
over the past 8 years Wesley Woods has grown 300 percent in campers.
There has been great success with the "Buy a Log, Build a Faith program”
which has replaced many of the old cabins with newer up-to-date ones.
Though space has been added for campers to sleep, the capacity to provide
adequate program space for worship and for meals has been exceeded. The
chapel, which seats 140 people, usually is filled with an excess of 230
campers and staff during morning worship. In addition, the dining hall seats
136 and up to 120 campers and staff members have to be seated outside under

tents.

With these great challenges come great responsibilities to provide
space for the increasing numbers. A three-year plan of expanding the dining
hall and building a brand new Worship Center/Multi-purpose Center has been
proposed. This will allow the camp to reach more kids and to minister to the
ones that already come to camp.

With atmospheric carbon
levels now at 387 ppm, we already see melting of the
ice cap which poses a threat to island nations, acute
water shortages in arid regions resulting in food
shortages, record rainfall and flooding in northern
England, increase in heat related diseases, increase
in wild fires, and other weather related problems.
